Introduction 
 
The downturn in the electronics industry, which started in the final months of 2008, continued in the first half of 
2009 but has since shown signs of stabilizing with the prospects of a recovery in 2010 which should gain 
momentum during the year, although there are still significant downside risks. As we enter the next growth cycle 
the Western European electronics industry will have virtually completed the transformation from high-volume to 
shorter run production and we believe will be well positioned for a period of sustained growth.   
 
Emphasis will be on areas where Europe has strong global position such as industrial, medical, high-end 
communications and automotive. 
 
To take advantage of these opportunities will require a clear understanding of the current structure of the West 
European electronics industry, how it has developed on a country and regional level and how it fits globally.

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French Electronics Output by Major Product Group 2004-2009 

 
Since the peak of 2000 the French wireless communications industry has undergone a major 
transformation with the majority of mobile phone production now ended in the country. In 2007, the 
SAFRAN group, the parent company of SAGEM announced it was selling the company’s mobile 
communications activities to the US private equity company the Gores Group.  
 

Although French manufacturers, including contract manufacturers, have cut back production of 
telecommunications equipment since the peak in 2000, production was estimated to have 
increased by a modest 1.1% in 2007 with output focused on higher-end products. With demand 
slowing in the second half of 2008, a trend which will continue throughout 2009, production is 
forecast to decline by 4% in 2008 and by 15% in 2009.  
  
On 1 December 2006 Alcatel, France’s leading communications company, merged with the US 
group Lucent, the new company Alcatel-Lucent one of the world’s largest communications 
companies. Since the merger the company has undergone a series of restructuring measures the 
latest announced in December 2008 and which will result in a further 6,000 job cuts globally.  
 
Consolidation in the European defence and aerospace industries has continued with the move to 
larger pan European groups. 
 
In October 1999 DaimlerChrysler, Aerospatiale Matra and CASA of Spain agreed to merge their 
aerospace and defence operations to create Europe’s largest aerospace company. The French 
government will continue to hold a stake in the new company, European Aeronautic Defence and 
Space Company (EADS). EADS has since incorporated the restructured European aerospace 
company Airbus Industrie.  In a separate move Thales acquired the UK defence company Racal, 
the deal being completed in the summer of 2000. In December 2006, Alcatel-Lucent transferred its 
transportation, security and space assets to fellow French group Thales. The two companies have 
also completed a new Space Alliance agreement whereby Alcatel-Lucent has transferred its share 
in its two joint ventures with the Italian defence and aerospace group Finmeccanica, Alcatel Alenia 
Space and Telespazio, to Thales. 
 
Production of computer equipment has declined year on year since 2000 a trend which is expected 
to continue throughout the forecast period. By the end of 2009, output is forecast to account for 6% 
of electronics output down from 17.6% in 2000. The market for PCs in value terms will continue to 
be influenced by severe pricing pressure. 
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The French government has launched a five-year plan, RESO 2007, for accelerating the 
development of IT by small enterprises and public administration.  
 
Production of colour TVs in France amounted to an estimated 800,000 units in 2007 down from the 
peak of 4.2 million units in 1998. There are currently two major manufacturers with TV production 
facilities in the country, Philips the Dutch consumer electronics group and the Chinese 
manufacturer Hisense. In March 2008, it was announced that Philips was reportedly looking to lay-
off around 279 workers at its TV production facility in Dreux, France. Following the move Philips 
will employ 261 people in Dreux down from around 1,700 in 2003 as the company has scaled back 
production at the plant. 
 
Thomson, the French Entertainment and media technologies group, had previously dominated TV 
production in France however after scaling back production in the country the company announced 
in 2004 it was forming a joint venture  with TCL International Holdings, China’s largest consumer 
electronics group, as part of a major refocusing of the it’s activities.  The resulting joint venture, 
TTE Corp, combined the two companies TV and DVD businesses and assets.  
 
TCL struggled with the Thomson acquisition and at the end of September 2006 announced plans 
to restructure its European operations including the closure of its regional headquarters in France. 
The move will also result in TTE scaling back the subcontract agreement it has with Thomson at 
Angers over the next two years with the arrangement scheduled to end by the end of 2008. 
Reflecting the scaling back of operations at the site in January 2008 it was reported that Thomson 
planned to cut 150 jobs at the Angers, plant and in October announced it was looking for a buyer 
for the facility. 
 
Thomson has also disposed of its Audio and Video and accessories businesses in the US and 
closed the majority of the division’s activities in Europe as part of a broader restructuring of its 
operations.  
  
The electronic components sector has been hit hard by the downturn in the communications sector 
and the continued migration of equipment manufacture to low cost locations. As a result leading 
manufacturers have closed or announced plans to scale back operations. In 2008 these have 
included the move by Atmel to reduce headcount at its operations in Rousset and Nantes; the 
decision by NXP to put its fab in Caen up for sale and Texas Instruments’ announcement that it will 
lay off 300 to 350 jobs at its site in Villeneuve-Loubet. 
 
In October 2007, IBM and Infineon 
Technologies announced an 
agreement in principle to divest 
their shares in Altis Semiconductor 
with its manufacturing site in 
Corbeil-Essonnes, France, to 
Advanced Electronic Systems AG 
(AES). Advanced Electronic 
Systems AG, located in Zurich, 
Switzerland, is a Swiss affiliate of 
GIS (Global Information Services), 
a Russian-based holding company. 
The agreement to sell the operation 
has since broken down and the two 
companies are looking for 
alternative buyers for the company.   
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France has significant research and design activities including STMicroelectronics’ state state-of-
the-art 300mm wafer fab in Crolles. At the beginning of 2008, and following the decision by NXP 
and Freescale to withdraw from the Crolles2 alliance, ST is working with IBM on the development 
of 32 nm and 22 nm CMOS process technologies at the Crolles fab.
